	ADJOURNMENT OF MEETING FOR MEMBERS OF PUBLIC 19:33
Nigel Bedford addressed the council in connection with a planning application behind 54 Woodmarsh. He thanked councillors for the invitation to attend. He outlined the history and the discussions he has held with WC’s planning officer and ecologist. He has amended the plan to meet National Heritage, ecological and drainage requirements and believes that previous technical issues have been overcome. 
Graham Hill introduced himself to the PC. He is a Trowbridge town councillor and a founder member of WALPA. He has experience of developing neighbourhood plans and looks forward to joining North Bradley’s NP steering group. He explained that NBDP’s Terms of Reference were approved at TTC Resources committee and are being presented to full council 11 July. He also queried the 54 Woodmarsh planning application pointing out that the Trowbridge Bat Mitigation Strategy (TBMS) is policy which the developer should be adhering to. Graham Hill is also representing North Bradley in the appeal against refusal of Land South of Trowbridge. He reminded councillors that investigations suggest a significant archaeological site on the land.

	CORRESPONDENCE 
Email 27 June from David Feather referring to a traffic counter in Woodmarsh. He asked if the PC could contact the police liaison officer for a full output of data as it could be useful when determining what should be done about Woodmarsh. NC explained that the police do not administer these traffic counts. Clerk has notified Emma Painter, Transport Planning Engineer who is now raising the issue with the WC Director of Highways and Transport.   

Email 23 June from John Derryman, Head of Strategy, Office of Police and Crime Commission – NC explained that John Derryman is conducting a pilot scheme collecting data from all Speed Indicator Devices combining with Community Speed Watch scheme data to enable police to identify where high speeding takes place, thus enabling the police to target those areas more effectively. 
Email 29 June – Briefing Note about a consultation on a draft Wiltshire Design Guide. FM explained that this is intended to provide guidance to developers, so that they address local priorities and preferences. Ken McCall will be representing the PC at the webinar and a subsequent meeting.

Email 30 June from David Vigar, Wiltshire Councillor – asking for comments to clarify some confusion about voting rights at LHFIG meetings. RE has responded. 
Email 03 July Trowbridge Music Festival have submitted a comprehensive risk assessment. RE commented that the organisers have taken residents’ concerns to heart and have gone to lengths to appease them.

	NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN UPDATE

FM advised the three different options for updating the Neighbourhood Plan – a) a fast track avoiding lots of stages; b) changing provisions in a minor way and c) changing major provisions.  FM recommended East Suffolk District Council’s guidance notes.
